The rest of the school (Year 1-6)
will also be welcomed through
the main gate and directed to
their classrooms at 8.50am each
morning.

At the end of the day Year 1 and
2 (Key Stage 1) will finish at
3.15pm. Parents can access the
school through the main gate to
stand and wait near the
children’s classrooms for them
to be dismissed.

Year 3, 4, 5 and 6 will all finish
school at 3.20pm, with parents
also accessing the school
through the main gate to collect
their children.

If you would like your Year 6
child to walk home alone,
permission must be given to the
school for this to happen. This
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permission will need to be
provided in writing. Children in
all other year groups will need
to be collected from school by
an adult.

All the staff at Fenstanton and
Hilton Primary School will
continue to do all that they can
to support children emotionally
and socially, as well as enabling
them to reach their personal
milestones and catch up on any
gaps in their learning when they
return to school.
